“DEVELOPING A WRITER’S CRAFT & CRITICAL EYE”
Course Description:   By analyzing the literary work of master-storytellers, writers can use that newfound knowledge to hone their own crafting skills.  If a writer is intent on improving his/her craft skills, learning to read more critically is just as essential as committing to habitual writing.  This course aims to help the adult writer develop a more “critical eye” while reading literature, as a means to gaining insight about specific craft techniques.  It is designed especially to accommodate a student’s experimentation in crafting fiction and/or creative non-fiction genres, as information gained from lectures, reading material, and workshop-discussions apply to both.  Ideally, the student comes away with greater appreciation of writing as a crafted art form.  Each student will be encouraged to take risks with his/her writing, to discover new ways to unleash his/her true inner voice, in hopes of exploring some of life’s universal truths.

Course Format:  The first-session hour will be lecture-style, focusing on various story elements/ craft aspects, followed by discussion of pre-assigned reading material; the second hour will be workshop-style, providing analysis and discussion of each student’s writing, with the goal of highlighting essential craft techniques, used in both fiction and creative non-fiction writing.
